UMPIRE STEALS
HOME

One of the more interesting grey-
hounds that Bonnie and I have fostered
started his life in retirement earlier than
most, but ended up taking longer than
most to make it to his adoptive home.
He is Umpire, now called Quincy, the
puppy in an adult body.

At only 17 months of age, Umpire
was the youngest greyhound to come
under foster care by GPA/CA—
OC&GLA when he came to our home
in January. He is a male of average size,
a beautiful red brindle with a dark
muzzle.

Umpire was rather intimidated by the
process of getting shots, cat testing, and
grooming, so he was a bit shell-
shocked when we first got him. But
before long he began to warm up to us,
and became very affectionate. In fact,
he soon became a “velcro” dog,
following us every time we went from
one room to another.

We didn’t think much of it when he
became playful sooner than most
fosters. He just had a strong play drive,
we thought; just an advanced sense of
recreation. We were concerned that
whenever he played, he got pretty
“wound up” and had to do laps up and
down the hallway. Now we’re not
talking a casual lope here. We’re
talking “the box is open, let me at that
mechanical rabbit” running. It’s unnerv-
ing to be passed by a dog doing what
seems like 20 miles an hour in your
living room. We of course stopped him
and tried to calm him down, but he just

seemed to go goofy a couple of times a
day and needed to run. Our other dogs
just stayed out of the way for the most
part, but our alpha dog, Cookie,
thought this activity by
Umpire was entirely out of
line and would let him know
in no uncertain terms. So
then we had to correct
Cookie.

Apart from his manic
playfulness, Umpire was an
enjoyable and easy foster
around the house. He
showed his intelligence by
learning to sit quickly and by
learning how to work the
buster cube the first night.
He also had no trouble
learning where to do his
duty.

I really enjoyed playing
with Umpire, despite the craziness. He
is the only greyhound we’ve had who
will play fetch and bring back the toy
every time. I think he would have
played with me all day long. One of his
more endearing traits also showed his
puppyness. If I was sitting on the floor,
Umpire liked to come up and put his
head in my lap, with his buns straight
up. Then he would twist to one side
and plop his whole body in my lap.

Cleo, our shy greyhound girl,
generally is intimidated by the foster
dogs. But she felt comfortable around
Umpire from the beginning, and
played with him more than she has
with any foster before or since. I think
she realized sooner than we did that
Umpire was just a big puppy, nothing
to be afraid of.

But Umpire hated the out of doors.
When the front door opened, he
headed the other way. He acted very
fearful of every noise while on a walk.
A car passing too close would make
him buck and try to bolt. This seemed
strange, because in the home he was
confident and outgoing, the complete
opposite of his persona outside.

Umpire also hated to see his people
leave. He suffered terrible separation
anxiety whenever we left him. Fortu-
nately for him, we work a lot at home
and so he was only left at most for
three hours. We would videotape him,
and see afterwards that he had cried
and moaned constantly from the
beginning of the tape to the end. We

tried everything to treat this separation
anxiety. We tried gradual desensitiza-
tion, we tried putting him in different
environments, and we talked about

animal behavior modification with our
vet, who had just gone through training
for this.

Nothing seemed to work; after nearly
four weeks, Umpire was still fearful out
of doors and terribly anxious whenever
we left him. Karen Charpie-Elton was
on vacation at the time, and offered to
try working on Umpire’s separation
anxiety. She felt she was making
progress there, but Umpire’s wild
playfulness was very disruptive to her
and Phil’s household. Umpire was
jumping over baby gates, over couches,
over other dogs.

We talked it over with Joyce, and
concluded that Umpire was simply still
a puppy. Greyhounds generally are still
considered puppies until age two, and
the males sometimes take longer than
that to mature. Greyhound puppies are
considerably more animated and
energetic than adult greyhounds. In fact,
after a certain age puppies have to be
separated from the mother because the
mother can’t tolerate their manic
dispositions. Joyce decided that Umpire
simply needed some time to grow up.
We took him back to the farm and gave
him six months to get the wiggles out.

When it was time to bring Umpire
back down, we let it be known that we
wanted to foster him again. I suppose in
part I wished we could have helped
him make it to a home the first time and
wanted to make sure it happened this
time. But I also just missed the big guy
and wanted to see him again.

With his big, sloppy kiss he
seemed to say, Oh hi, Dad, great to see
you! Let’s go home!

He seemed to remember everything
about our home. As soon as we came
up the walk to the front door, he got
excited and started prancing and
straining at the leash, trying to get
inside. He remembered where the dogs’
water was, and of course he remem-
bered the other dogs. Even though he
hadn’t been inside a home in six
months, he remembered his house
training and never made a mess. But
how could we expect him to remember
how to “sit”? Well, that evening I gave
it a try. I got a treat and said, “Umpire,
sit.” He immediately sat! It was as
though he had been away only over-
night.

But had he grown up? Once he came
home with us, Umpire relaxed and his
confidence returned. He clearly was
happy to be back. Something happened
that evening that got him excited. I
braced myself for the Tasmanian devil
act we had seen in the past, but it
didn’t happen. Umpire wasn’t a
completely different dog; he was still
playful, loving, and happy-go-lucky.
But he had developed an internal
restraint that kept him from getting out
of control. Even when he ran up and
down the hall on occasion, it wasn’t
with the same reckless abandon and he
didn’t run as long. He still had some
trepidation about new sights and
sounds, but not nearly as much as
before.

Umpire was adopted in October by
Jim and Carol Zabro, who renamed him
Quincy. He took to Jim and Carol
immediately, and has been making
great progress in his new home. Carol
walks him daily, and reports that he’s
doing much better out of doors. Jim and
Carol tell us that his confidence overall
is growing steadily. They have brought
him to a couple of our Show and Tells,
and he conducted himself around all
those strangers like a champ.

Most of our foster assignments have
been “easier” than that of Umpire, but

none of them have been as interesting.
When folks asked me if fostering is
challenging, I tell them that it’s always
rewarding, it can sometimes be chal-
lenging, but that the challenging
assignments are usually also the most
rewarding.

Once again, our
volunteers came up
with some pretty
original names for
our newest grey-
hounds. On Novem-
ber 8, nine grey-
hounds fresh off the
track were washed,
dried, vaccinated,
cat-checked, and
then named after
“FISH”: Guppy,
Shark, Minnow,
Wahoo, Koi, Tarpon,
Starfish, Mako, and
Marlin. Thanks to
Sally Kerl and Joy
Moss for sending in
the names.

It must be true that
“greyt” minds think
alike: Hal, Wendy,
Kaesey, and

Courtney Friedman; Tom, Terri, and
Marissa Marinello; and Susan Nims
all thought our “G” category should
be names from “GREEK” mythology,
so the December 13th greyhounds
are named Siren, Titan, Thalia,
Dorian, Phaedra, Apollo, Zephyr,
Adonis, Circe, Thea, Athena, and
Atlas.

Some of the dogs from these two
groups have found homes already,
but a few are still looking for that
perfect family. Maybe it’s you!

WHAT IF YOUR
GREYHOUND GETS
OUT?

One of the first things you should do
if your greyhound gets out is to call us
IMMEDIATELY. Call the same numbers
that are on your GPA tags -

562-694-3519 and 800-366-1472.
These are the same numbers that the

person could call to let us know he
found your dog. So it is very important
that we know where to contact you,
even if you are aware your dog is out.
We may even be able to give you
assistance in looking for your dog. And
if you and your dog are out of town on
vacation, the 800 number is a national
number. There is a network of grey-
hound groups that could help reunite
you with your dog.

You always want to be sure you have
identification on your dog. If you don’t
also have a tag with your own address
and phone number on it (in addition to
our GPA tag with the above numbers)
DO IT TODAY. Your dog can’t talk, so
this is the only way anyone finding
your dog can contact you. Make sure
your dog has a chance to get back
home!

TRAINING YOUR
GREYHOUND

“Greyhounds can’t sit.” “Greyhounds
can’t be trained.” “I’m no good at
training dogs.” Have you ever heard
statements like these? Perhaps you’ve
even said something like them your-
self. If you believe all this, maybe your
greyhound has YOU trained! Grey-
hounds can be trained to do a number
of useful behaviors, even to sit. And
you can learn to do the training.

Over the last year and a half, Bonnie
and I have taught 15 foster dogs to sit,
and many to lie down, before we sent
them to their new homes. Some
learned more readily than others, but
all were able to sit and able to learn.
With time, you can train them to do a
lot more, too. We’ve trained Cleo to
sit, lie down, stay, and shake hands.
Others in our group have trained their
dogs to do different things, such as to
“speak” and to “play bow” on command.

“Why train my greyhound?” you ask.
“After all, she’s wonderful enough
without learning tricks.” This is
undoubtedly true. But there are some
very good reasons to train your dog.
First, training teaches your hound
some very useful, potentially lifesav-
ing, behaviors. It’s very helpful to be
able to command your dog to be still.
When someone knocks on the door,
we make all our dogs sit and stay until
they’re released. This makes it harder
for them to sneak out the door, and it
prevents non-dog-loving visitors from
being mobbed. (We’re still working on
this behavior. Even when we’ve trained
them well, you can be sure that we still
won’t trust them not to make a bolt for
the door!)

Second, training strengthens the
bond between pet and owner. Your
greyhound appreciates any time you
spend with him, and enjoys the mental
stimulation of learning something new.
Third, training is a constructive way to
remind your dog who’s boss. We easily
can be overindulgent with these sweet
guys, but dogs need to know who is in
charge. In fact, it’s not much of an
exaggeration to say that your grey-
hound wants to be told what to do.
She wants structure in her life, and
expects you to provide it.

Here’s the procedure we’ve used
successfully to teach dogs to sit. First,
get a treat that the dog likes. Since the
scent is the main motivator and you
don’t want to ruin her diet, the smaller
the piece, the better. Next, holding the
treat a couple of inches above the dog’s
nose, say “Sit” in a normal tone of
voice. Raise the treat up and away from
the nose as you apply downward
pressure to the dog’s rear end. This has
the effect of pulling the front up and
pushing the back down. Then give her
the treat and praise her with “Good
sit!” and other words of encouragement
and affection.

Be sure to say “Sit” in a normal tone.
Some folks think dogs respond better if
you use a deeper, more insistent “voice
of command” tone, but this isn’t true.
They’re responding because they want
to please you and because they want
the treat, so use the tone that is most
natural for you. Also, it’s important that
you say “Sit” only once or twice as you
make her sit. You don’t want her to
learn that she must sit only after you’ve
said the command ten times!

This is enough to get some greys to
sit, especially those who sit naturally. If
the hound strongly resists your pressure
on her hind end, you’ll need to use a
different technique. Do everything as
above but instead of pushing down on
the dog’s hindquarters, put one arm
behind the dog’s rear knees and the
other arm in front of her chest. Press in
behind her knees, causing them to
bend and the legs to fold while you tilt

her head up. This will make the dog sit.
Be sure to praise your grey as she sits
and give her lots of love once she has
done it.

You will need to repeat this procedure
a number of times before the dog will
start to sit on her own. Be patient; it
really works, even if it seems like you’re
forcing her against her will at first. She
wants to please you, and is willing to
learn something that may seem unnatu-
ral at first, if you show approval at her
efforts.

Once she has learned to sit, your
greyhound can learn “Down” very
easily. First, command her to sit. Then,
letting her see the treat in your hand,
lower your hand slowly just in front of
her until it’s on the ground. As you do
this, say “Down” once or twice (only).
She will naturally follow the treat down.
Usually greyhounds will stay seated,
and just go down with their paws, but
occasionally they’ll stand up first. If
your greyhound does this, start over
with a sit. You might need to help her
go down at first by bringing forward first
one foreleg and then the other a couple
of inches at a time.

It’s also fairly easy to teach your dog
to shake hands once she can sit. Gently
lift one foreleg up and shake it as you
say “Shake,” give her a treat and praise
her. Repeat this a number of times and
she’ll get it eventually.

Sit also can be the starting point for
teaching “Stay.” From a sit or a down
position, tell the dog “Stay” once or
twice and reward her if she stays in that
position for a few seconds while you’re
a few inches away. Gradually increase
the length of stay and the distance from
you, until you can get her to sit (or go
down) and stay on command from
across the room.

Does this seem like a lot of work? Are
you wondering where you’ll find the
time to do all this? We train our dogs by
giving them one or two small scraps
after each meal. We work on one
behavior at a time, and repeat it till it’s
second nature. Then we start on the
next. We have them do it only a couple
of times at any one training session so
that they don’t become bored or
frustrated.

Training your greyhound need not
take a lot of time, it’s fun to see her
learn, it exercises her mind, and she
will love the attention (and the goodies).
